BEIT FUTHER RESOLVED that should there not be ample funds available in
the unrestricted account of the Water and Sewerage System Revenue Fund,
appropriations will be made from the City’s General Fund to fulfili the
requirements of this resolution.

We have reviewed the bids received to the City of Perry at 2:00 P.M., local time, on January 28,
2010, for construction on the referenced project. A total of four bids were received. The
foltowing is a summary of the bids:

All opened bids contained a 5% bid bond from a surety company listed on U. S. Treasury
Circular 570 (7/1/2009), and all bids acknowledged receipt of Addendum No. I,

The low bid amount of $87,987.00 was submitted by Pyles Plumbing & Utility Contractors. On
February 9, 2010, ISE met with Pyles to discuss their project approach to ensure that spills would
be prevented while providing an adequate level of service. After the meeting, ISE reviewed their
operation plan in further detail and we find their methods should provide an adequate level of

protection against potential spilis.

Based on the background information provided by Pyles Plumbing & Utility Contractors, the
company and its employees have successfully completed numerous projects that are similar in
scope to thus project.
