4.61 acres from Houston County R-AG, Residential Agricultural to City of Perry C-
2, General Commercial District. Property is located on Highway 41 North.

Mayor Faircloth presented a letter of denial for this petition request, as the Planning
Commission feels the proposed rezoning is inappropriate for the area. (See
attachment).

Staff Report: Director of Community Development Mike Beecham reviewed with
Council the letter of denial for this petition as requested by the Planning Commission
and also a letter from Houston County objecting the rezoning.

Mr. Walton Wood spoke before Council asking that the petition be denied due to

having four convenience stores within four miles of each other.

Mr. Stacy Davis spoke before Council asking that the petition be denied due to the
economy having four convenience stores possibly closing and having an abandoned
building. The convenience store will have an impact on the surrounding area which is
all residential. Perry does a great job keeping Perry up to standards.

Mr. Ron Shepherd spoke before Council stating that if you rezone the property to
commercial then it will be surrounded by residential property. The drainage from the
property will be draining into a driveway that is already flooded when it rains, but the
major concern is keeping the neighborhoods in tack and asks Council to deny the
petition.



Mr. Sherman Falana spoke before Council stating that his property is the one that gets
flooded when it rains. He requested that Council deny the petition because he was
concerned about the flooding issue and having access to his property.

Deputy Chief Joel Gray, Fire Department — Stated that as of January the Fire Department has
converted the hard copies to the data management system, that does the inventory tracking and
equipment repair tracking for the Fire Department. Deputy Chief Gray stated that the week
before last the Fire Department had their annual driver’s training course for all the vehicles in
the fire department’s fleet.

Rick Kilgore, Director of Parks and Recreation — Stated that in 2009 he attended Leadership 1
and 2 classes of the Georgia Parks and Recreation. In 2010 the Recreation Department will be
sending Mr. James Wheeler for the training classes. The Recreation Department is currently
getting ready for the basketball season and track & field; soccer registration ends this Friday.
